eYouth must be a financial member of
AQHA at time of selection

«Youth must be a member of the AQHA-NZ
Youth Development Squad for two consecutive
financial years prior to YWC Selection

«Youth must complete the AQHA-NZ Youth
Development squad application and YWC Nomi-
nation form each year and pay the applicable fees
by 1% September each year.

«Youth must attend a minimum of 3 of the 4
(75%) of the Youth Development Squad Meetings
each year. Participation at the January Youth
Camp is considered mandatory.

eYouth must own and ride an AQHA-NZ
registered quarter horse in a minimum of 2 youth
events at a minimum of 5 AQHA-NZ approved
shows per season for the two consecutive show
seasons immediately prior to YWC Selection

«Youth must compete at two (2) consecutive
AQHA-NZ National Shows immediately prior to
YWC Selection on your own AQHA-NZ regis-
tered quarter horse in a minimum of 2 youth
events.
